the state of Geneva in the middle of the night when the guards were asleep.
Luckily, a woman was cooking soup and saw the invaders.

She poured the burning soup onto them which made them run away.

An alarm was sounded and the Genevans took up arms, fought back

and saved the city.

To commemorate this event, the locals in Geneva made a festival
called L' Escalade. During this festival, they make chocolate cauldrons

with vegetable-shaped marzipan and break the cauldrons to celebrate
their victory.
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
